FOOD SERVICES

Schools shall provide a food services program within the appropriate regulations of the U.S.
Department of Agriculture and State Department of Education, or any other entity with proper
jurisdiction over the program.

The food services shall be limited to providing school meals at school functions including
students and/or staff, and community use of school facilities approved by the Principal and the
office of the Superintendent.

The cafeteria vendor, in each school where cafeteria facilities exist, shall provide nutritionally
adequate and attractive meals available to all pupils. Prices of the meals shall be fixed in
accordance with the provisions of the Federal School Lunch Program and the School Committee.

Sanitary conditions in all phases of food preparation and serving shall be rigidly maintained at all
times. The cafeteria vendor shall be responsible for the training of all food handlers in personal
hygiene and techniques of sanitation.
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
