Grade Requirements

70% 75%-70% of the assignment is completed, the assignment is neat, and effort is evident.
50% Half of the assignment is completed, the assignment is neat and effort is evident.

0% Assignment is less than 50% completed, not handed in on time, not legible, no work is

shown, no effort is evident, or copied from another student.

No late homework will be accepted. You are welcome to make-up any missing assignments during E
& | or after school for partial credit. If you are absent, you are responsible for all missed classwork and
homework. All homework will be posted in Google Classroom, please check in with me for any
additional classwork assignments. For each day of absence you have two days to complete the
missed assignments to receive full credit. Anything later that that will receive partial credit.

Make-ups and Retakes for quizzes and tests:

Students may make up a quiz or test if they have a valid reason for missing that day. If you miss a
quiz or test, it is your responsibility to approach me to reschedule a new time to take the assessment.
